Letters in Various Forms

Each letter of the Arabic alphabet may exist in upto 4 different forms when written, depending on
whether a letter is connected to it or not. The 4 forms are:

Independent — the letter is not connected to anything
Initial — the letter is only connected to a letter after it
Medial — the letter is connected to a letter both before and after it

Final — the letter is only connected to a letter before it

The following table illustrates each letter in its various forms. Note that some letters do not exist in all 4
forms. The table reads from right to left.
